ABOUT THE SCHOOL

Vision International School (VIS) is a proprietary school owned by the renowned Almuftah Group.
VIS is a separate gender, college preparatory school, located in Al Wakrah — a close suburb of
Doha, Qatar — in the Arabian Gulf. Campus construction was completed in 2014 and the school
is situated on a modern, spacious and beautiful educational facility.

The brand-new campus opened in September 2014, with more than 225 students in grades Pre-K
through Grade 8. VIS currently has 600 students enrolled. It's student body represents 30
nationalities with the majority being mostly Qatari nationals. Maximum capacity of 950 students
in Pre-K through Grade 12 is expected by the 2019-2020 school year. Classes are co-ed in Pre-K
through Kindergarten. From Grades 1 and up, classes are single gender. The school is pursuing
membership with the Council of International Schools (CIS), accreditation through the Middle
States Association (MSA) and offers an American international curriculum along with Arabic
language, Qatari History, and Islamic Studies.
